India ranks among the legal-tech
startup’s top markets around the world,
chief technology officer (CTO) Siva
Gurumurthy said in an interview. To
cater to the demand, the company has
built an agentic Al platform where law
firms and clients can collaborate on
ongoing legal operations, litigation and
policy requirements.

“Wehaveatechnical team,aswell as
afull-scale product development team
and ago-to market team in India, which
work with various law firms, local part-
ners and corporate clients to fine-tune
ourmodelsand platforms for what com-
panies require in the country. Each
country’slegislative system s different
from another’s; so, we've refined and
tuned our models to have knowledge
relevant to each market around the
world,” Gurumurthy said.

Foundedin 2022, Harvey Al received
early backing from OpenAT'sstartups
fundin the US. The company incor-
porated its India entity on 8 Novem-
berlastyear.Itsearly clientsinclude
law firms Shardul Amarchand Man-
galdas, AZB & Partnersand Pricewa-
terhouseCoopers (PwC) India.

This has led to the creation of
homegrown legal Al startups such as
Lucio, aswell asglobal ones such as Swe-
den-based Legora and Harvey itself.

Confidencein Al use among law firms
appears to be on the rise. In May last
year, Mintreported that law firms were
increasingly wary of using generative AI
dueto concernsaround hallucination of
theresults that Almodels were produc-
ing. However, many law firms have con-
tinued to experiment with AI adop-
tion—in June and September last year,
law firms SAM and AZB announced
their collaborations with Harvey.
